World Championships Plzen Gzech Republic June 13-20 2009

The Hellenic Ball Hockey Association
(HBHA) was created to promote the
game of Ball Hockey to Greeks both
here in North America and around
the world. We have started a league
in Thessaloniki Greece to start
promoting and training Greeks so
that one day we can have hundreds
and thousands of registered players
of Greek decent playing Ball hockey
in Greece as well as around the world.

Our Association held two training
camps in 2008 in order to select the
best players to represent Greece. The
players came from Montreal (15) ,
Toronto (8) Vancouver (1) Edmonton
(1). After two years of hard work and
preparation, on Wednesday June 10t
it was finally time for the players and
staff, of Team Greece, to pack up their
equipment and head out to the Czech
Republic where the 2009 World Ball
Hockey Championships were played
in front of the local crowds of the host
city Plzen.

Team Greece was placed in a division
consisting of USA, Austria and Hong
Kong.

We began the first part of the
tournament a little shaky as we lost
our first game against the USA (4-
2). The game was very quick and
exciting but too many penalties gave
the USA the ability to score on their
power plays. The USA went on to win
5 straight games. They even defeated
5 time champions Team Canada the
favourites and finished 4 in pool A.

The second game vs. Austria did not
start well. Despite Greece controlling
most of the game penalties once
again got them in trouble and they
were down 4-1 early in the third
period. However Team Greece rallied
from the deficit to score 3 straight
and get the 4-4 tie. They had all the
momentum and looked for the win
but time ran out. It was a great game

and one of the most exciting of the
whole tournament.

The third and lastgame of the qualifier
round vs. Hong Kong was not much
of a battle as Greece crushed them
13-0. The constant Greek pressure
was too much for Hong Kong.

With that win they accumulated 3
points and finished 2nd in their group
with 4 points.

The qualifier round is what gives
teams the opportunity to jump into
the A pool. Teams ranked in the top
four of the B pool play a cross over
game with the bottom four of the
A pool, where a win propels them
into the A and a loss leaves them
in the B pool. Once the cross over
games are played, and the teams
ranked in the A and B pools, the real
tournament begins and a round robin
style tournament is played for the top
prize, Gold.

Greece lost their cross over game
versus a very strong Slovakia team, a
team consistently among the elite of
the A pool for the last 15 years. They
were handed a disappointing 10-1
loss and with the loss they remained
in the B pool.

Showing true Greek character and
determination the team was able
to look past this defeat and focus
on finishing the tournament with a
positive note. They set their sights on
the Gold in the B pool.

In the quarter finals Greece faced
Pakistan.

Pakistan was the defending Gold
medal winner of the B pool. (They
won in 2007 in Germany).This was
a must win game as the loser can
not finish better than 5% place in
the B pool. Pakistan is a very quick
and explosive team and can be very
dangerous. Greece came ready to
play as they knew 3 straight wins
would make them Gold champions (B

pool).

They scored first and often taking
a 4-0 lead into the third. Pakistan
scored 2 power play goals to make
it 4-2 but Greece was never in real
trouble. They deserved the win.

In the semi-finals Team Greece met
Hong Kong once again. Honk Kong
surprised everyone beating the
United Kingdom to reach the semi
finals. Hong Kong came ready to play
and the game went back and forth for
a while. However the Greek offence
was too much and they cruised to an
8-1 victory.

Greece had made it to the Gold Medal
game. There opponents would be
Austria. A team they tied 4-4 earlier in
the qualifier round. Austria defeated
the Swiss in the semi finals to make it
to the Gold Medal game.

The game was intense and tough.
Greece scored first to take the lead
but Austria responded by scoring
a power play goal to even it up at 1.
Despite the score the majority of the
game was in the Austrian zone as
Greece attacked wave after wave.
The Austrian goalie was making
great saves but Greece would not be
denied the Gold. With 2 minutes left
to play they scored to make it 2-1 and
captured the GOLD.

When all was said and done,
Greece surprised many by capturing
Gold in the B pool at the WC 09
tournament. A lot of hard work and
dedication allowed for this success
to become a reality. The moment
was very emotional for the players
and everyone involved, especially
the committee members who worked
extremely hard for almost 2 years to
see this dream come true. There is
nothing better than to see your flag
waved high while your anthem is
played.

This success of our association

would not be possible without the
generous support of our sponsors.
